MRSA Staph Infection

The recent media reports of Staph infections and particularly the MRSA strain of staph infection bring questions about how does this happen and what can I do to prevent an infection? To prevent staph or MRSA skin infections the Center for Disease Control recommends: Keep your hands clean by washing thoroughly with soap and water or using an alcohol-based hand sanitizer. Keep cuts and scrapes clean and covered with a bandage until healed. Avoid contact with other people’s wounds or bandages. Avoid sharing personal items such as towels or razors. “Staph or MRSA infections in the community are usually manifested as skin infections, such as pimples and boils, and occur in otherwise healthy people.” Please contact your healthcare provider if any family member has a skin lesion that does not heal quickly or if the person has any fever. LPS Custodial staff clean and disinfect areas on a regular basis. School Health Office staff reinforce the above prevention steps and work with students who do have scrapes and cuts to be sure they are cleaned and covered. Prescott staff reinforces the need for frequent hand washing, which is the best way to prevent the spread of infections of all types.
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Prescott staff is thankful for being back in our neighborhood school and for the success of our students so far this school year. We also appreciate the family support and encouragement the children receive at home.  May your family have a safe and enjoyable Thanksgiving weekend.

of issues arise at school. 

· It is even more important that children not arrive 

at school early.  It becomes a safety issue if children are standing outside in the cold before the 8:50 a.m. arrival time.

· Have your child dress appropriately for the cold.  

If the child does not have warm clothing, she/he will not be allowed to go outside for recess.  

· Please have your child’s name written inside 

his/her coat.  We frequently have reports of coats that have been lost or stolen.  In almost every case, the coat was neither lost nor stolen, but merely picked up by another student who thought the coat belonged to him/her.  This happens especially with look-alike Husker coats.  All coats, hats and mittens need to have your child’s name in it someplace.

The purpose of the rules is to create a safe and orderly atmosphere so that the children can be focused on academic tasks. Increasing time on task is critical to students raising their academic achievement.  

In order for children to comply with these rules and to be really successful at school both academically and socially they need to develop some interpersonal skills. Parents and teachers should understand the need to help children develop these skills.  The major interpersonal skills are:

Listening-understanding what others are saying from the other person’s point of view.

Communicating-exchanging ideas with others.

Cooperating-working with others toward a common goal.

Negotiating-resolving conflicts with others in a process of give and take.

Sharing-including others in one’s experiences and activities.

Empathizing-conveying an understanding of others’ feelings and needs.
